For a lot frontage of
less than 6m, the max. permitted driveway width is
2.6m and 100% of the front yard area not covered by
a permitted driveway must be landscaping (75% must
be soft landscaping e.g. grass, plants)
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DO put your oversized items out on the curb the night
before garbage day.
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DON'T leave your toilet as one piece. Separate the
tank and base or your toilet won’t be picked up!
